COUNCIL MEETING 

December 1, 2009 
 
 

A regular meeting of the Dayton City Council was held on December 1, 2009, 7:00 p.m. in the council 
chamber of the Dayton City Building.  Mayor Rankle opened the meeting with a silent prayer and the 
Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s Report: 
 
Mayor Rankle welcomed everyone attending the meeting. 
 
City Administrator Redmond wanted everyone to know that Council Member Gunning is recuperating 
from surgery that he had on the two broken disks in his back.  This was due to his knee giving out on 
him while he was on a vacation cruise.  We wish him well and hope he is better by the next council 
meeting.  
 
Mayor Rankle presented Kathleen Boruske with proclamation 2009 #5 and a key to the city for all her 
dedicated years of service to the community and to the housing authority.  Along with Kathleen; Helen 
Rogers, Dianne Boruske, Alberta Boruske and Roxanne Craig are also a big part of running a very 
successful housing authority who has won many awards. 
 
Mayor Rankle talked about light up Dayton.  It will be held on December 6, 2009 from 1-4 PM at the 
VFW and then the monument will be lit up at 6 PM with a raffle following the lighting of the monument 
at the VFW. 
 
Mayor Rankle stated that Corporal Ben Wiesner has received the DUI arrest award again this year.  Also 
Bobby Fuller the Superintendent of Public Works has resigned.   
 
Mayor Rankle spoke regarding the break in at the City garage followed by another one two weeks later.  
The doors are new and have been reinforced with new metal.  The City has obtained a proposal which 
would include a couple of cameras inside the garage and a couple outside for a total of four thousand 
one hundred fifty dollars.  Also another option would be a Silent alarm system for thirty seven hundred 
dollars along with a monthly fee.  Mayor Rankle stated we will not need both and that there is no phone  
line at the garage.  A cell phone backup will cost about twenty eight dollars.   
 
City Administrator Redmond confirmed that the city had received three bids for the work to reinforce 
the doors at the garage, with the lowest being sixty six hundred dollars.  The City had a transition 
worker that is a welder who performed the work and it only cost nine hundred dollars for the materials.    
 
Motion by Member Boruske, seconded by Member Volter to install the cameras.  Motion carried - so 
ordered. 
 
Mayor Rankle stated that there is a new policy regarding gas cards.  The employee will be required to 
enter their ID, mileage, and sign a receipt.  This will all be monitored by Chief Werner.  
 
Mayor Rankle stated that the City has placed Rick Lucas as acting supervisor of public works.  Rick has 
a goal that he would like to reach in order to become public works superintendent.  Herman Akemon has 
been rehired to fill the position Rick leaves, Herman is experienced and will be seasonal employee.  
 
Mayor Rankle spoke regarding the TIFF report that cost forty seven thousand dollars.  It is a great report 
and everyone has been pleased with it.  There is a meeting on December 10th in Frankfort for the signing 
of the Tiff.

AN ORDER ADOPTING AND APPROVING THE EXECUTION OF A TAX INCENTIVE TIF AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN THE CITY OF DAYTON, KENTUCKY AND THE COMMONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY, 
KENTUCKY ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT FINANCE AUTHORITY.  
  
BE IT ORDERED BY THE CITY OF DAYTON, CAMPBELL COUNTY, KENTUCKY 
 
SECTION ONE. That the City of Dayton is hereby authorized to enter into a Tax Incentive Agreement - TIF with the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky, Kentucky Economic Development Finance Authority. A copy of the agreement is attached 
hereto and made part hereof by reference.  
 
SECTION TWO. The Legislative Body of the City of Dayton, Kentucky does hereby ratify and adopt all statements, 
representations,  warranties, covenants, and agreements contained in said Agreement and does hereby accept said Agreement 
and by such acceptance agrees to all the terms and conditions therein stated; and 
 
SECTION THREE: The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to sign said Agreement as set forth on behalf of the City 
of Dayton, and the City Clerk of Dayton is hereby authorized and directed to certify thereto and any other persons necessary 
is authorized to sign all documents necessary to give effect to the provision hereof. 

 
SECTION FOUR:  This order shall be signed by the Mayor, attested by the City Clerk, recorded, and shall be in effect at the 
earliest time provided by law.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: 
 
City Administrator Redmond stated it seems that the citizens are healthier because there are no handicap 
requests this month.  City Administrator Redmond would like to get authorization to install a streetlight 
at the corner of Seventh and Dayton.  This seems to be a youth hangout, which sometimes involves 
property damage.   
 
Motion by Member Allen and seconded by Member Brooks to install a 900 Watt light at the corner of 
Seventh and Dayton.  Motion carried - so ordered. 
 
City Administrator Redmond asked for a motion to give the employees a $100.00 year-end bonus.   
 
Motion by Member Allen and seconded by Member Ashford to give employees a year-end bonus. 
Motion carried – so ordered.  
 
 City Administrator Redmond talked regarding the issue with Willowgreen.  We have a new Company 
interested in the Willowgreen bonds.  They will use fifty one thousand eight hundred sq. ft. and will 
employ thirty five.  The existing bonds will be guaranteed by the owner and family.  The terms of the 
bond will not change.  There are two banks that will secure the lending.  The Company is Fast Temp; 
they temper glass using an electric oven.  The Company has some new long term contracts which will 
increase production and employees in the future.  They are currently located in Newport and Newport 
has signed off on them agreeing to the move.  This is one of the encouraging things to happen in Dayton.  
Metal Solutions has had a drop of ninety six thousand in revenues.  The City of Dayton has cut expenses 
by one hundred seven thousand dollars this fiscal year. 
 
Motion by Member Ashford and seconded by Member Volter to authorize the Mayor and any other 
necessary officer to sign any and all documents required to approve the lessee of the property by 
industrial revenue bonds from Willowgreen LLC to Fast Temp.  Motion carried – so ordered.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2009-#10 SETTING FORTH COMPENSATION AND NUMBER OF 
AUTHORIZED POSITIONS FOR EMPLOYEES UNDER THE DAYTON JOB CLASSIFICATION SYSTEM. 
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT REPEALED 
 
 This ordinance sets forth employee positions, the salary ranges therefore exclusive of overtime as 
mandated by law, and the number of authorized positions. It increases the number of police lieutenants 
from zero to one and sets a salary range therefore and reduces the number of police patrol officers from 
four to three, Finally, it repeals all other ordinances in conflict with it.

Fire: Chief Lynn passed out his report to Mayor and Council.  Chief Lynn stated that the fire 
departments are still in negotiation.  Chief Lynn wanted to thank Newport for the use of their 
defibrillator until our purchase of two new ones.  The ones that BDFD purchased are state of the art 
defibrillators that have an auto pulse.  
 
Police: Chief Werner stated that Dayton Independent Schools have a problem with the spare car that the 
school resource officer is using since the original car broke down.  The car that broke down could either 
be fixed or the city could install a cage in the car that the chief drives.   The car that the school resource 
officer uses is required to have a cage in order to perform home visitations.  The car is to be furnished by 
the City.

PARKS & REAL ESTATE (MEMBER BROOKS):  Member Brooks noted that the parks have been 
winterized.  There will be two more cameras installed within the next couple weeks.  Also the handicap 
swing will be fixed with the part that was received today.   
 
PERSONNEL, LAW & PRINTING (MEMBER GUNNING): Member Gunning was absent. 
 
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT (MEMBER BORUSKE): no report. 
 
Comments from the audience: 
 
Mr. Sparks was concerned about the letter he received for his rental property from Code Enforcement 
officer Don Riley.  Ordinance 2009 #12 regarding the wrapping of the upholstered furniture.  If the 
furniture is not wrapped he would receive a $200.00 per day fine.  He is concerned with someone else 
placing articles in front of his house.   
 
Mayor Rankle stated that the Codes officer Riley will give the landlord a call with a chance to take care 
of the problem before the fine is applied. 
 
Mr. Broadhaus wanted to know why the City did not just eliminate the disposal of mattresses.  Member 
Volter stated that the mattresses would just end up in the alleys.  Mayor Rankle stated that the City is 
just encouraging the residents to wrap the mattresses to cut down on the bed bug issues within the City.  
 
Mr. Sparks stated that this ordinance is unconstitutional.   
 
Member Volter suggested adding this issue into the lease agreement. 
 
City Administrator Redmond stated that Mr. Sparks, Mr. Broadhaus, Mr. Schakleford and Mrs. Roger 
are all landlords that the City is proud to have.   
 
City Attorney Fischer stated that everyone has the right to appeal to the codes board.  The code board 
may probate the fine.   
 
Mr. Sparks noted that the dumpster at Dayton square is too small and needs to be replaced by a larger 
one or add another dumpster.   



 
Mrs. Rogers wanted to know what would happen if the fine is not paid?  She was told by Mayor Rankle 
that fine would be added to the tax bill. 
 
Member Volter noted that Dayton would be on the Discovery channel tonight a 9 PM for the Dirty Jobs 
show.  They would be filming about the boats at the Manhattan Harbour. 
 
City Administrator Redmond stated that if you look up Dayton in the Wikipedia it states that the City of 
Dayton is the only ubiquitous city in the US.
