E 150.01 ADOPTION OF KENTUCKY BUILDING CODE; STANDARDS OF SAFETY.

The Kentucky Building Code, as contained in Chapter 7, Title 815 of i
the Kentucky Administrative Regulations; the Kentucky Plumbing Code, as
contained in Chapter 20, Title 815 of the Kentucky Administrative
Regulations; and the Kentucky Standards of Safety, as contained in
Chapter 10, Title 815 of the Kentucky Administrative Regulations,
together with any amendments, are hereby adopted by reference as if
fully set forth in this code of ordinances. Copies of the above codes
and any amendments thereto shall be placed on file in the office of the
City Clerk/Treasurer where they shall be available for public
ingpection during normal business hours.

§ 150.03 ADOPTION OF INTERNATIONAT, PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE;

(A) Adoption. That certain document, three copies of which are on
file in the office of the city, being marked and designated as “The
2003 International Property Maintenance Code” as published by the
International Code Council, Inc. ({(ICC) 1is hereby adopted as the {

(B) Suits pending, etc. Nothing in this section or in the Property
Maintenance Code hereby adopted shall be construed to affect any suit
or proceeding impending in any court, or any rights acquired, or
liability incurred, or any cause or causes of action acquired or
existing under any act or ordinance hereby repealed; nor shall any just
or legal right or remedy of any character be lost, impaired, or
affected by this section.

{C) Amendmentsg.

(1) Section PM-106.3 Penalty: 1s hereby amended as follows:
Any person, firm, or corporation, who shall viclate any provision of
this code in addition to the penalties found in Dayton Code of
Ordinances, Chapter 150, Section 150.98 shall, upen conviction thereof,
be subject to a fine of not less than $50, nor more than $250, or
imprisonment for a term not to exceed 30 days, or both, at the
discretion of the court, The violation shall be deemed a strict
liability offense. If the notice of violation is not complied with,
the code official shall institute the appropriate proceeding at law or
in equity to restrain, correct or abate such violations, or tc require
the removal or termination of the unlawful -cccupancy of the structure
in violation of the provisions of the code or the order or direction
made pursuant thereto. Any action taken by the city, its agents and
assigns, on such premises shall be charged against the real estate upon
which the structure is located and shall be a lien upon. such real
estate. Each day that a violation continues after due notice has been
served, in accordance with the terms and provisions hereof, shall be
deemed a separate offense.

PERMITS

§ 150.15 BUILDING AND WRECKTNG PERMITS REQUIRED;: EXCEPTION.

(A) It shall be unlawful to construct, enlarge, alter, remove, or
demolish a building or to install or alter any equipment without first
filing application with the City Inspector/Zoning Administrator and
writing and obtaining the required permit therefor, except that
ordinary repairs as defined in division (B) of this section ghall be
exempt from this provision. ‘

(B) Ordinary repairs to buildings may be made without appllcatlon
or notice to the City Inspector/Zoning Administrator; but those repalirs
shall not include the removal or cutting away of any wall, partition,
or portion thereof, the removal or cutting of any structural beam or
bearing support, or the removal or change of any required means of
ingress and egress, or the rearrangement of parts of a structure
affecting the exitway requirements. Ordinary repairs shall not include
addition to, alteration of, replacement of any standpipe, water supply,
sewer, drainage, drain leader gas, scil, waste, vent or similar
piping, electrical wiring, or mechanical or other work affecting public
health and safety.

§ 150.16 BUILDING AND WRECKING PERMITS FEE SCHEDULE,

The following schedule for building permits and wrecking permits is
adopted as a fee schedule for the respective permits within the c¢ity,
and does apply in all situations where a permit is requlred with the
following exceptions: 1) that the city or any of its agencies, is not
required to obtain a permit nor pay a fee; 2) that those buildings
exempted under the Enterprise Authority Act adopted by the city must
obtain a permit but shall not be required to pay a fee.

(A) All new construction. Single-family, two-family, multi-family
dwellings, commercial, industrial, and other non-residential new
construction, move and set permits, based on total outside dimensions
inclusive of basements, living area, garages, storage areas, sales and
display areas and the like.

Rate: $0.15 per square foot.

(G) When a time 1s requested for an inspection (street, storm
sewer, excavation, footing, framing, final and the 1like) to be
performed, everything shall be ready for that inspection. Otherwise,
you will be fined according to the following scale:

Second Cffense $250.00 (flat fee)*
Each Additional Offense $500.00 (flat fee)*

*Records of these violations will follow developer and/or
contractors from job to job. A certificate of occupancy will not be
igsued until all fines have been paid. You are encouraged to contact
this office ahead of time to inform the Building Imnspector of any
deviation from the scheduled inspection date and time.

(H) Any project started before obtaining a building permit shall be
charged double the regular permit rate, but still must comply with all
the requirements of the city.

§ 150.18 ZONING PERMITS, APPEATS, APPLICATIONS.

The following schedule for =zoning permits, appeals, zoning
applications, and other matters required under Chapter 154 is adopted
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179 DAYTON ~ ZONING CODE App. A

(b) Crushed stone base course. Crushed stone base
course shall conform to all the current requirements of the Kentucky
Department of Transportation, Bureau of Highways, for Dense Graded
Aggregate Base Course (Section 303).

(c) Asphalt concrete surface course. Materials and
construction shall conform to the current requirements of the Kentucky
Bepartment of Transportation, Bureau of Highways, for Asphalt Concrete
Surface, Type B (State Highway Designation Section 401, 402),.

(d) Asphalt prime and tack coat.

1. Asphalt prime shall conform to the Kentucky
Department of Transportation,- Bureau of Highways' requirements for
Cutback Asphalt Emulsion Primer Type L, as per Section 407. Prime
shall be applied to the surface of granular base course at a rate of
0.25 to 0.50 gallons per square yard, as directed by the City Engineer
or Inspector.

2. Tack Coat (S8S-1h) shall meet the current
requirements of the Kentucky Department of Transportation, Bureau of
Highways, as per Section 407. ‘It shall be diluted with eqgual parts of
water, when directed by the City Inspector/Zoning Administrator. Tack
coat shall be applied, upon direction of the City Engineer, to the
surface of the asphalt courses that have become dusty or dry at a rate
of 0.10 gallons per square yard of the diluted SS-1h before the
subsequent. course is constructed.

(B) Concrete paving for parking and access drive areas.

(1) General requirements. Thickness of concrete parking and
access drives shall be:

(@) A minimum of four inches for driveways and parking
areas serving single- and two-family dwellings;

(b} A minimum of five inches for passenger cars and
panel or pickup trucks serving industrial, commercial, and multi~family
areas;

(¢} A minimum of six inches for light trucks serving
industrial, commercial, and multi-family residential areas: and

(d) A minimum of seven inches for heavier commercial or
industrial needs.

{2) General requirements. Concrete paving:

(a) Minimum cement content, 564 pounds per cubic yard
of concrete (six U.S. bags);

(b) Maximum size of aggregate, 1-1/4 inches;
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App. A DAYTON - ZONING CODE 180

(c) Maximum water content, 0.49 pounds per one pound of
cement (5.5 gallons per bag).

{d) Maximum slump: Five inches when using hand-
finishing techniques; three inches when using a mechanical finishing
machine.

{e) Strength of concrete. The concrete shall attain a
minimum expected strength of concrete at 28 days of 3,500 pounds per
square inch compressive strength or 550 pounds per square inch flexural
strength "modulus of rupture".

{3) Construction procedures.

(a) All soft and yielding material and other portions
of the subgrade which will not compact readily when rolled or taped,
shall be removed and replaced with suitable material, placed and
compacted. The subgrade shall be thoroughly compacted with suitable
equipment so as to have uniform density at moisture contents of not
less than standard optimum (AASHO-T98).

. {(b) Longitudinal joint spacing shall not exceed 15 feet
and be designed in accordance with the joint details in Table A-2 of
this Appendix.

(c¢) Transverse joint spacings shall be at regular
intervals of 20 feet.

(d) All transverse construction joints shall be
designed in accordance with the joint details in Table A-2 of this
Appendix.

(e} Form offsets at radius points shall be at least two
feet.

{f) Pavement joints must be continuous through the
curbs.

{g) Where curbs are required, they shall be cast
integrally.

{h}) The pavement shall be struck-off, consolidated, and
finished to the grades shown on the plans. All catch basins and
manhole castings shall be boxed out and separated from the pavement
with expansion joint material. All except premolded or sawed joints
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isl DAYTON - ZONING CODE App. A

shall be edged with a tool having a maximum radius of 1/8 inch. Sawed
and formed joints shall be cleaned and sealed before opening to
traffic. Pinal surface texture shall be that obtained with a burlap
drag. Curing shall be that obtained with a uniform coverage of white
membrane curing compound or by seven-day coverage of white polyethylene
or waterproof paper. The completed pavement shall be closed to traffic
for at least 14 days or by the time it has attained a compressive
strength of 3,500 pounds per square inch or 550 pounds per square inch
flexural strength, This traffic restriction shall apply to the
contractor's construction equipment and vehicles, as well as general
traffic.
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
