ORDINANCE NO. 2017-#3
AN ORDINANCE RESCINDING PRIOR CITY CIVIL FINE SECTIONS AND CREATING A CITY CIVIL FINE SCHEDULE.


This ordinance repeals civil fine amounts throughout various chapters of City of Dayton Ordinances including 50.99, 51.98, 91.98, 92.98, 94.98, 95.98(A), 96.98, 98.98, 114.98, 130.98, 150.98, and 156.99 and replaces with a City Fine Schedule.  The City Fine Scehdule sets a fine for an uncontested violation of ordinance at $250.00 for a first offense, $500.00 for a second offense, and $1,000.00 for a third offense.  If contesting the violation, the Code Enforcement Board may set at fine at its discretion between $50.00 and $500.00 for a first offense, between $100.00 and $1,000.00 for a second offense, and between $200.00 and $2,000.00 for a third offense.
